2.1 Business Arising From the Minutes
2.1.i.        
Registrar’s Performance Review

W. Eggert presented the draft Registrar’s Performance Assessment and Review Data Collection form, which was distributed prior to the meeting.  The process for the review is an evidence based system. The process requires that Members of the Board complete the portions of the form for which they have direct evidence of performance.  Once the data is collected, a panel would use the information to develop a performance review statement.  The ratings from the data collection are not to be used to generate a quantitative overall score.  The Board agreed that only people with direct evidence of the Registrar’s performance would complete the data collection form.  The Members also agreed that a panel, comprised of the Public Members of the Board, would prepare the report.  Dr. Eggert explained that it is important that the evaluator meet with the Registrar prior to and after the review is complete, to discuss the results.  The Registrar must have an opportunity for input into the report.  The Board agreed that the Performance Review is to be carried out every three years before October 31.  The Board agreed to re-name the document “Registrar’s Performance Review Data Collection Document”.

2.2 Registrar’s Report

The Registrar presented internal financial statements to the Members of the Board.  The Members reviewed the statements.  Mr. Mayr advised the Members that the annual audit would take place shortly after yearend.  He requested that expense statements be submitted promptly. 

The Board noted that the retained earnings of the College are substantial.  The Members discussed different options.  The Registrar suggested that a refund of the Discipline Surcharge would be a logical option.  The Members requested that the Registrar explore options to return the Discipline Surcharge to the Registrants, and to report to the Board.

Use of the title “Doctor” and the abbreviation Dr. was discussed. There is a Registrant currently using the designation relating to a Ph.D in a non-related scientific field.  The Members of the Board received, prior to the meeting, case law extracts dealing with the use of title.  The Members discussed the implication of the use of the title and agreed that it is misleading to the public.  The Board requested that the Registrar draft a policy statement for the use of the term “Doctor” and the abbreviation “Dr”.

3. Ongoing Committees’ and Officers’ Reports

3.1 Inquiry

W. Trask informed the Board that the Committee was investigating a number of complaints.  The Committee reported to the Board, via the minutes of the Committee, all of the Consent Orders that require Board approval. 

3.2 Quality Assurance 

The Committee reported that 26 Registrants failed to report completion of the Quality Assurance program at the end of the cycle (December 31).  The Committee set out, in a discussion paper, the difficulties, and options, and requested Board discussion.  The Board agreed that section 44(2) of the Bylaws requires clarification about the renewal process.

The Board suggested the following policies. 

1. Registrants, who file between January and March 31, may renew their registration. 

2. Registrants who have not met the December 31 deadline must obtain pre-approval from the Committee of courses they plan to take to meet the requirements. 

3. The descriptions of topics in Direct and Indirect categories are to be rewritten, with greater detail, so that a layperson will be able to understand them (QAC-HPA 16(2)(d)).

4. Policies of the Board are to be kept in a Policy Binder with copies sent to Members of the Board.

3.3 Discipline Committee

3.4  Review Policy Regarding Committee Structure and Rotation
The Board reviewed the effects of its motion of April 20, 2001 limiting the time that a Member could remain on a Committee.  The motion will cause significant difficulties in the functioning of the Committees.  The intent was to have a rotation of Members onto Committees to ensure continuity given changes in Board Members.  The effect is that a number of Committees would have all new Members in April 2002, as the current Members all have been in place for the allowable time.
