Quality Assurance Committee

A. Nicholls updated the Board on the Committee’s activity and presented a chart of courses that were recently submitted and their approval status.

Mr. Mayr informed the Board that three Registrants failed to meet the Quality Assurance requirements and that they have been referred to the Inquiry Committee.

Executive Committee
D. Hengel presented minutes of the January 14-28, 2003 meetings conducted electronically.  The Committee’s activities pertained to the Registrar’s salary review.  Mr. Hengel asked the Board Members to approve an increase in the Registrar’s salary of 3% for the College year effective April 1, 2003.  All the Board Members approved the salary increase.

Discipline Committee

The Committee has reviewed the fines and costs, in a comparative chart, against the guidelines for assigning discipline penalties previously accepted by the Board.  

The Committee reported that one Registrant, who had been cited, agreed to a hearing via Agreed Statement of Facts. The panel’s decision resulted in payment of a fine and the recovery of costs to the College.


Registration Committee

The Committee reported activity to the Board. Theory examinations will be held on April 3, 2003, and Clinical examinations on July 7 – 10, 2003.  The Committee is reviewing the Clinical Examination forms and anticipates modifications for this year’s OSCE and Complete Denture exam.

The Registrar of the College of Alberta Denturists wrote to the Committee raising concerns about the agreement to share exam database questions and an apparent legal concern regarding passing scores.  The Registrar responded to their letter by explaining test analysis matrices and the methodology used by the Committee to set cut scores.  No response had been received.
