Registration Committee

B. White reported that four candidates successfully completed both the complete denture practical exam and the advanced practice theory and OSCEs, and are eligible for licensure as Active Full registrants.  Three candidates successfully completed the complete denture practical exam and are eligible for licensure as Active Limited B registrants.  Four candidates failed the examinations.

An alternative delivery mechanism of the Clinical Oral Pathology Exam was developed and pre-tested by the Committee.  The candidate was successful. This examination will be offered to those registrants who are required to use Oral Health Certificates.

B. White reported that 126 applications to challenge the advanced scope of practice examination for changing class of registration have been approved, 6 applications were not approved, and 7 registrants are not eligible to challenge the examination because they are registered as Active Limited C.

The advanced scope of practice examination was developed in the College office.   An educator, denturists, and dentists reviewed it extensively. A dentist scored the first four candidates’ attempts.  These four successful candidates marked attempts by further registrants who had expressed interest in being markers.

During the Registration Committee report on the advanced scope of practice examination, Board members discussed the possibility that candidates may help one other or look up answers while completing the exam.  W. Eggert commented that evaluation should promote learning.  Therefore the use of others as resources serves to promote learning.  Learning from one another should be encouraged and that should be the goal of the evaluation process.  Further, this type of exam provides positive internal relations with registrants.
