5. Registrar’s Report
The Registrar presented to the Board internal and not audited Income Statements and Balance Sheets for April through August 2003.
The Registrar discussed with the Members the volume of office related tasks and other pressing issues including the major rewrite to the Bylaws that will be required once the amendments to the Health Professions Act are passed.  The Board discussed a number of options including hiring a part time staff member to the College.  The staff will gather further information for the Board to consider including a breakdown of tasks, suitability of current staff, and educational opportunities.  The Members agreed that in the next newsletter, the College should discuss the changes to the Act, the requirements of the Quality Assurance Program, and the need for additional staff.  The Board accepts in principle the suggestion that they look at option 4 and gather more information before making any decisions.
