During the Registration Committee report on the advanced scope of practice examination, Board members discussed the possibility that candidates may help one other or look up answers while completing the exam.  W. Eggert commented that evaluation should promote learning.  Therefore the use of others as resources serves to promote learning.  Learning from one another should be encouraged and that should be the goal of the evaluation process.  Further, this type of exam provides positive internal relations with registrants.

The minutes were approved with addition of this clarification.

W. Eggert and E. Swan met to discuss expectations of Board members.  They agreed that Board members might reasonably expect that

· All background information necessary and available, required for them to contribute to the discussion or to be part of the decision-making process, will be included in the pre-meeting packages.

· Their pre-meeting packages will be in their hands in reasonable time to be prepared for the meeting.

The Board may expect that individual members will work as a team and be committed to decisions made.  Evaluation of Board members by each other and by staff was suggested, and also education sessions for Board members.  Committee chairs must provide minutes and information for discussion or decision.

2.3 Registrar’s report

The Registrar will investigate the general limitations and qualifications mentioned in the Canada Customs and Revenue Agency letter of August 3, 2000, and, if appropriate, advise the provincial government that the College wishes to return to GST exempt status.

Registrants will be notified that the Board has reviewed and upheld the Bylaws regarding advertising.  The Board will send a notice of intended action in the case of violations and give examples of violations that must be changed.

RFBD re liability insurance

a) proof of membership in the Denturist Association of BC and inclusion in their policy, or

b) proof from insurance agent of their liability insurance coverage, or copy of their policy, with effective dates and proof of continuing coverage during the registration term.

Any changes to the above material, such as cancellation of insurance or termination of Association membership, must be reported to the College within 14 days of the change.
